Acts 16:16-34

“No servant is greater than his master.  If they persecuted me, they will persecute you also.” (John 15:20b

1 – Salvation - Begins with conviction of sin
2 – Conviction should lead to repentance 
Mk. 1:14-15 – HCSB – “The time is fulfilled and the kingdom of God has come near.  Repent and believe in the good news.”
Acts 16:31 – believe on the Lord Jesus and you will be saved

Mt. 18:11 – The Son of Man has come to save what was lost 

Acts 2:21 – everyone who calls on the name of the LORD will be saved

1 Tim. 1:15 – Here is a trustworthy saying that deserves full acceptance:  Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners – of whom I am the worst. 

1 Tim. 2:4 – This is good and pleases God our Savior who wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.

Heb. 7:25 – Therefore He is able to saved completely those who come to God through Him, because He always lives to intercede for them

Acts 2:37 - “Repent and be baptized each of you in the name of Jesus for the forgiveness of your sins and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.” 

Fear the Lord and turn away from evil – Prov. 3:7

To fear the Lord is to hate evil – Prov. 8:13 

2 Cor. 7:10 NLT - For the kind of sorrow God wants us to experience leads us away from sin and results in salvation. There’s no regret for that kind of sorrow. But worldly sorrow, which lacks repentance, results in spiritual death.
