


JESUS came to SEEK and SAVE the LOST

Luke 19:1-10

Read Luke 19:1-10 completely without any discussion – then pray

1.  When something or someone is lost - it cannot find it’s own way back….

2.  When something lost that is important, you SEEK FOR IT because it is VALUABLE.
Lk. 19:10 – FOR THE SON OF MAN HAS COME TO SEEK AND TO SAVE THE LOST. 

3.  When something is valuable, you SEEK for it 
"I will seek the lost, bring back the scattered, bind up the broken and strengthen the weak," 
Rom. 3:11 - There is no one who understands; there is no one who seeks 

4.   Jesus came to seek and TO SAVE the lost. 

“The wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.”  Rom. 6:23 - 

Mt. 1:21 - "Call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins." 
1 Tim. 1:15 – Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners – and I am the worst of them 

Rom. 10:9-10 – “If you confess with your mouth, “JESUS IS LORD” and believe in your heart that God raised Jesus from the dead, You will be saved.  One believes with the heart, resulting in righteousness, and one confesses with the mouth, resulting in salvation.”  

5.  The “SAVED” by Jesus, then live to MIMIC Jesus   

G.  Campbell Morgan - “when a son is lost, who suffers most, the son who is lost, or the father who has lost him? Fathers and mothers can answer that question!  We should be far more earnest in our missionary work if we could get into the suffering heart of God……. Humanity is suffering because it is away from God….and He is suffering more than humanity does, while humanity is away from Him.”
