1 - The PREEXISTENT JESUS (1:1-5)

WORDS ON SCREEN – 


He was so much Man - that He slept in a boat

Yet He was so much God that the wind ceased when He spoke

He was so much Man, that He wept when Lazarus died

Yet He was so much God that Lazarus came forth when He cried

He was so much Man, that He thirsted at the well 

Yet He was so much God that He saved her soul from hell

He was so much Man that He died upon a tree 

Yet He was so much God that He rose in victory.  

2 - The awesome PRIVILEGE of pointing to the light – (1:6-8)
V8 - NLT - God sent a man, John the Baptist, to tell about the light so that everyone might believe because of his testimony.  John himself was not the light; he was simply a witness to tell about the light
3 – The AWE of being a child of God (1:9-13) 

Titus 3:5 - LIVING - “But when the time came for the kindness and love of God our Savior to appear, then he saved us - not because we were good enough to be saved, but because of his kindness and pity - by washing away our sins and giving us the new joy of the indwelling Holy Spirit, whom He poured out upon us with wonderful fulness - and all because of what Jesus Christ our Savior did…”
