Acronym - GRACE – God’s riches at Christ’s expense 

1 Chron. 16:34 – O give thanks unto the LORD; for he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever.
Ps. 23:6 – Surely goodness and mercy will follow me all the days of my life and I will dwell in the house of the Lord 

Lamentations 3:22 -  Because of the Lord’s faithful love, we do not perish for His mercies never end.  They are new every morning. 
MERCY - a person doesn’t get what they deserve.  

1 - Salvation/forgiveness is possible because God gives mercy to sinners  

“The severity of sin is not determined by how big or how small it might be but the severity of sin is based on the majesty of the one we have sinned against.”  DAVID PLATT

Read Eph. 2:1-10 
READ - TITUS 3:3-7 

2 – God is merciful - Jesus satisfied the SIN DEBT 
Heb. 2:17 – THEREFORE, HE (Jesus) had to be like His brothers in every way, so that He could become a merciful and faithful high priest in service to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people.”

HCSB STUDY BIBLE – “Jesus perfect obedience and sacrificial death satisfied God’s just demand for sin to be punished.”  

1 John 2:2 – He Himself (Jesus) is the propitiation for our sins, and not only for ours, but also for those of the whole world.  

Ps. 103:8-12 KJV -  The LORD is merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and plenteous in mercy…. 
He will not always chide: neither will he keep his anger for ever.   He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor rewarded us according to our iniquities.  For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is his mercy toward them that fear him.  As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions from us. 

2 Cor. 5:21 – God made the ONE (Jesus) who did not know sin to be sin for us, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him (Jesus).  

HOLMAN BIBLE DICTIONARY – “on the cross Jesus dealt with the evil nature of human sin and covered it so that God forgives it, or that Jesus satisfied God’s holy anger and justice so that forgiven sinners could freely enter the presence of the holy God.”   

Col. 2:13-14 - “And when you were dead in trespasses and in the uncircumcision of your flesh, He made you alive with Him and forgave us all our trespasses.  He (God) erased the certificate of debt, with its obligations, that was against us and opposed to us, and has taken it out of the way by nailing it to the cross.”

3 – God’s MERCY is available and never ends
Lamentations 3:22 -3 – Because of the Lord’s faithful love, we do not perish, for His mercies never end.  They are new every morning, great is Your faithfulness.  

Heb. 4:16 – Therefore let us approach the throne of grace with boldness, so that we may receive mercy and find to help us at the proper time. 

Jude 21 – keep yourselves in the love of God, expecting the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ for eternal life

Rom. 12:1 – Therefore, I urge you brothers, in view of God’s mercy to offer your bodies as living sacrifices….. 

Lk. 6:36 – be merciful, just as your Father also is merciful
