Luke 14:25-27, 33 
1 - COST of discipleship


A – Love the LORD JESUS FIRST 

Mt. 22:37 – “Love the LORD GOD with all your heart, with all your soul and with all your Mind” 

BILL HULL – “The truth is that if you are saved by acknowledging belief in a specific doctrine, and yet spend most of your life ignoring God’s will and using Him for your own purposes, you are unlikely to WANT to be in heaven.  If a taste of God and a God-centered life is too much for you now, what will you with a full dose of God forever?  If you neither like God nor agree with him in the here and now, why do you think your desires will change with a change of scenery? ….. God wants willing disciples who love him and are eager to follow Him.  The notion that we can be saved without loving Him is a plain falsehood.” 


Lk. 14:27 – “Any anyone who does not carry his cross and follow me cannot be my disciple.” 


B – Discipleship means that CROSS BEARING is the NORM

C – Discipleship implies an OTHERS focus

Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.  NIV – Mt. 28:18-19 

1 – Serve others 
Mt. 20:28 - …just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many

Rom. 12:10 – NIV – be devoted to one another in brotherly love.  Honor one another above yourselves. 

Eph. 5:21 – SUBMIT to one another out of reverence for Christ 

Service is an attitude that will be expressed in action


2 – REALLY LOVE PEOPLE 

: 

Mt. 22:37-39 – Love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your soul and with all your mind.  This is the greatest and most important command.  The second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself.”
LOVING ONE MORE (put these up one at a time, add 1 by 1 until all are displayed)
– Visiting a widow as if she was your mother
– Mentoring a teenager as if she was your daughter
– Reaching unreached people with the gospel as if they were your own family
– Praying for a lost person as if he was your father
– Caring for a needy coworker as if he was your brother
– Opening your home to a child as if they were your own
– Extending over-the-top hospitality as God gives opportunity
– Becoming radically generous and compassionate in Jesus’ name
