Honor your Father and Mother 

Sun, May 13, 2018 AM – Mother’s Day

Matthew 15:1-11

Read TEXT Mt. 15:1-11 
1 - HONOR YOUR FATHER AND MOTHER 

Lev. 19:32 – You are to rise in the presence of the elderly and honor the old.  Fear your GOD; I am YAHWEH 

Prov. 1:8 – Listen, my son to your father’s instruction and don’t reject your mother’s teaching. 

Prov. 4:1 – Listen, my sons, to a father’s discipline, and pay attention so that you may gain understanding

Prov. 23:22 – Listen to your father who gave you life and don’t despise your mother when she is old. 

Dt. 21:18-21 – If a man has a stubborn and rebellious son who does not obey his father or mother and doesn’t listen to them even after they discipline him, his father and mother must take hold of him and bring him to the elders of his city, to the gate of his hometown.  They will say to the elders of the city, “This son of ours is stubborn and rebellious; he doesn’t obey us. He’s a glutton and a drunkard.  Then all the men of his city will stone him to death.  You must purge the evil from you, and all Israel will hear and be afraid. 

Lev. 20:9 – If anyone cursed his father or mother, he must be put to death.  He has cursed his father and mother; his blood is on his own hands.

Ex. 21:15 – Whoever strikes his father or his mother must be put to death. 

Ex. 21:17 – Whoever curses his father or his mother must be put to death. 

Prov. 30:17 – As for the eye that ridicules a father and despises obedience to a mother, may ravens of the valley pluck it out and young vultures eat it. 

2 – What is the connection between HONOR and OBEY?  

Genesis 2:24 – This is why a man leaves his father and mother and bonds with his wife and they become one flesh – leave & cleave 

Eph. 6:1 – Children obey your parents as you would the LORD because this is right.  HONOR your father and mother which is the first commandment with a promise, so that it may go well with you and that you may have a long life in the land. Fathers, don’t stir up anger in your children but bring them up in the training and instruction of the LORD.

MAC - Children, you could even translate it this way, come under what your parents are saying. Come under, submit to what your parents tell you to do. And do it in the Lord…in the Lord. That is because that’s what the Lord wants you to do. Do it to honor Him. Do it to please Christ. Can’t tell you how many times a conversation like that has gone on with our children and grandchildren, something like this, “Do you think the Lord is pleased with your attitude? Do you think the Lord would be pleased if he saw you do what you’re doing? Does the Lord want you to treat your sister that way?” You’re constantly reminding them that this is bigger than mother and father, this is about the Lord, because as much as Mom and Dad can do for you, what you really need done for you only the Lord can do, and His blessings are so much greater and so much more infinite, you want to put yourself in a position to be blessed by Him. Obey your parents in the Lord, as if you are obeying the Lord because you are. And then this, “For this is right.”

NLT - Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger by the way you treat them. Rather, bring them up with the discipline and instruction that comes from the Lord. (Eph. 6:4)
